In perusing this Road Map, one should realize that this is not a generic document that is rid-
died with plagiarized content, or designed to look good, sound great, read well and appear
exhaustive, but that this is a realistic policy statement that is specific and relevant to the real
life problems that the suffering, hurting and disempowered Turks and Caicos Islanders are
experiencing on a daily basis. Even more importantly, this document reveals the PDA’s
approaches to solving these social, economic and political ills.

This document is not designed to be politically correct either, therefore, we the Progressive
Democratic Alliance are not merely echoing the usual outcry for the plight of the
disempowered and dislocated middle class, but as an enlightened and patriotic group we are
equally advocating and heralding the cause of the unemployed, ostracized and depressed
working class, especially our abandoned and frustrated youth. It is important to note that
not only do this group far outnumbers the middle class, but their social condition is far more
depressing, devastating and impoverishing, and if we are to recapture and maintain social
order and eliminate poverty, crime, unemployment and disempowerment in our
communities, then this approach is extremely essential and is in fact overdue.

What is also so flagrantly obvious is that the divide between the rich and poor is already
too enormous and is widening by the day.

One other aggravating, unfortunate and
unfair factor is that the non Turks and Caicos Islanders are increasingly becoming the rich
and the affluent while Turks and Caicos Islanders are increasingly becoming the poor, sub-
servient and disempowered. That is an egregious situation that is certainly not palatable
to the PDA as a Government nor as a Party and on becoming the elected government,

would policies be put in place to ensure the empowerment of our people as an urgent

priority.
